Balvenie 
Double wood, 12  year old, matured first in whisky  oak cask,

Bunnahabain  (pronounced Bunnaharven)

other Islay  malts, due partly  to the use of pure spring water of 
Margadale, away from peaty moorlands

Bowmore
Bowmore is generally  regarded as the best balanced of Islay 
malts showing a light gold colour with a nose of peat smoke, 
and a palate of citrus fruit and honey.

Craganmore
An elegant and sophisticated Speyside malt with a complex 
aroma and a smoky maltiness on the palate

Dalmore
A distinctively  rich medium to full bodied velvety  malt  with  a 
deep mahogany  glow. Dalmore malt whisky  is matured for 
12 years in Oloroso sherry  vats, adding a distinctively  rich, 
smooth and mellow quality to its refined bouquet.

Dalwinnie 
From  the Gaelic word for meeting place. Smooth and clean 
mellow and subtle, it yields heather, honey  sweetness with a 
smoky  Highland glow. The Dalwinnie distillery  is the highest in 
Scotland set in the windswept Grampian Mountains with their 
unlimited supply of fresh spring water.



Glenfiddich
This 12  year  old special reserve is a Speyside malt of fresh, 
fruity  aroma with a dash of peat. The taste is soft  and rounded 
with  rich  fruit flavours, a  touch of  pine and subtle peatiness. 
Probably Scotland best known malt ÒThe heart of the deerÓ.

Glenkinchie
This 10 year old Lowland malt is from the heart  of East Lothian 
farmland. It has a light and delicate nose and a fresh, clean 
aroma. The finish is smooth with  a subtle hint of dryness. 
Excellent as a pre-dinner drink.

Glenlivet
In the hills near  the river Livet the stills at Glenlivet distillery 
yield a delicate fragrant 12 year old, unique even in  Speyside. 
Glenlivet is ScotlandÕs first ever licenced Highland distillery.

Glenmorangie
ÒThe glen of tranquillityÓ - a wonderful pale, smooth and 
popular  nose. Only  the lightest and purest of spirits can ascend 
to such heights.

Highland Park
From ScotlandÕs northernmost distillery in Orkney.

Isle of Jura
The Isle of Jura boasts one shop, one pub and one fine malt 
whisky. Pure spring water, clean fresh air and generations of 
tradition quietly  crafted this delicate Island malt at  the village 
of Craighouse since 1810.

Lagavulin
Supreme amongst Islay  malt Whiskies. Moss water  steeped in 
Highland air and moorland peat and matured for  16  years in 
Oak casks, shape LagavulinÕs robust and smoky character.

Laphroaig
Distilled on Islay,  Laphroaig is the most richly  flavoured of all 
malt whiskies. Maybe a touch aloof at first but make the effort, 
broach acquaintance, and you will have a  warm and genuine 
friend for life.



Macallan
